The ‘Korean fo r Overseas Koreans (For English) Volumes 1 - 6 ’ is a tex tbook series 
created specifically fo r overseas Koreans living in English-speaking countries 
worldw ide. The te rm  ‘Korean fo r Overseas Koreans’ implies tha t the  study o f 
Korean as a heritage language extends beyond the  home environm ent and is also 
taugh t in Korean language schools. As such, Korean language schools have played 
an instrum enta l role in prom oting and preserving the  language’s legacy am ongst 
overseas Koreans. W ith Korean language schools pro liferating w orldw ide and 
the  grow ing popularity o f Hallyu driv ing interest in Korean studies, the  need fo r a 
departure from  conventional textbooks and the  developm ent o f English-language 
versions o f Korean textbooks has become more evident. To m eet th is  challenge, 
we have developed the  ‘Korean fo r Overseas Koreans (For English) Volumes 1 - 6 ’ 
series w ith  the  specific needs o f overseas Korean language schools in mind. The 
trad itiona l structure o f Korean language textbooks has been reformed and modified 
in the  fo llow ing ways:

First, the  emphasis has been shifted to  com m unication skills, moving away from  
a focus on vocabulary and gram m ar. The tex tbook uses m eaningful context 
illustrations to  fac ilita te  vocabulary acquisition and teaches gram m ar through 
interactive practice.

Second, topics have been carefully selected to  engage and motivate younger 
students in the  context o f communication in and out o f school. The introductory 
sections o f each un it include activities tha t require vocabulary learning and retention 
through communication, rather than simple questions w ith  pictures and descriptions.

Third, Volume 1 (Beginner Level) places emphasis on learning the Korean alphabet 
and having fun through engaging activities systematically designed to  practice Korean 
consonants and vowels. Conversational texts containing the  consonants and vowels 
are provided to  help students become fam iliar w ith the letters through context.

Fourth, interactive exercises about Korean cu lture have been included fo r each 
level unit. Cultural elements tha t pique the  interests o f younger students have
